Lewis and Clark and The Corps of Discovery met many Native American tribes and encountered many dangers and obstacles during the journey.  A Native American teenager was invited to join the expedition to serve as an interpreter.  Her name was Sacagawea.  Her skills were very important to the success of the mission.  The expedition covered 8000 miles and took 

2 and 1/2 years.
