"Not only will classmates learn about her heritage, but she also will see extraordinary
musicians who are like she is," Scott said.

Washington, the storyteller, will perform at 7 p.m. in the library auditorium. Admission
is free and open to the public.

Washington has won numerous awards for storytelling and has written three books:

Here's the rest of the school lineup for this year:

. Children's musician Roger Day will take kindergarten through second-grade students
on a musical adventure, with songs such as "It's a No-No to Kiss a Rhino." His CDs
have won several awards, including the Parent's Choice Award. (Performances March
14-18 and 21-22.)

. Opera Carolina will introduce third through fifth grades to opera. Featuring music by

Mozart, Rossini and Donizetti, "The Billy Goats Gruff" retells the familiar story of three
goats who outsmart a mean troll. (Oct. 14-15 and 18-22).

.Khac Chi Ensemble (pronounced "Kack-Chee") is a duo who will play music for
seventh-graders on instruments native to Vietnam. The musicians will show students a
glimpse of the country's 4,000-year history through musical traditions, dance and
geography. Khac Chi was once Vietnam's premier music ensemble and now performs in
the United States, Canada and Europe. (Feb. 8-11.)

"With all the talk of war with the political climate and talking about Vietnam, it's very
good timing to have a Viethamese group here," Scott said.
